COMMUNITY UPDATES

- Please remember that dogs on base must be always on-leash. Dogs should not be let out to roam freely around the base. This poses a safety risk to other Residents.

« Also, vehicles which are inoperable or disabled must be moved off streets and driveways. A green two sticker will be applied to any vehicles found to be inoperable or disabled. If the vehicle is
not relocated within 48 hours, it will be towed at the Residents expense.

« As a reminder, hammocks and swings of any kind are not permitted to be hung in front yards. Also, trampolines may only be set up in back yards and must have safety netting install around
them.

MAINTENANCE UPDATES

There have been several challenges bringing up the irrigation systems base-wide this Spring. If you notice that the irrigation
system around your Village or neighborhood is not working, please hand-water your yard until the irrigation system is repaired.

Please do not set your thermostat lower than 65 degrees for the summer months. The can put significant stress on your AC
cooling units which may cause the unit to fail or freeze up. If you are away from home for more than (2) days, set your
thermostat to 78 degrees. This will also assist with lowering your electric costs.

For Maxwell Place Residents, when using your evaporative cooler, always keep a window toward the opposite
end of the home cracked to allow the air to flow through the house.

The roof work project will wrap-up on Thursday, June 6th. Thank you for your patience with the roofing
contractors over the past few weeks.

If you have bulk trash items, please put them in the dumpster behind the Maintenance office on Golden
Smoke Dr. Please do not leave bulk items next to the street unless you have arranged for a bulk trash pick-up.
